CONTROL OF DEVELOPMENT

10. (l) The overall control of development and use of land in the scheme area shall vest in
the State Govemment.

(c) after the permission for development or building construction has been duly
revoked;

17. (l) Any person aggrieved by the decision of the Agency, within 30 days (including public
holidays) from the date of decision, appeal before the appellate authority.

(2) The appellate authority, after hearing the Agency and the aggrieved person and considering
all relevant facts, may accept or reject the appeal or modify the decision taken by the Agency.
The decision of the appellate authority shall be final.

18. (1) Preurises, land or the arnenities deveioped or to be developed in the scheme area by
the Agency shall be allotted in accordance with transparent procedure laid down by the Agency.

(2) Where any transferee makes any default in the payment of any consideration morey or
installment thereof or any other amount due on account of the allotment or transfer of any premises,
land or the amenities by the Agency or any rent or charges due to the Agency in respect of any
lease, or where any transferee or occupier makes any default in the payment of any charges or
fee under this Act, the Chief Executive Officer of the agency may direct that, in addition to the
amount of arears, a fur-ther sum in the form of interest and/or penalty shall be recovered from
the transferee or occupier, as the case may be, as prescribed.

CHAPTER IV

TAXES AND MATTERS TO BE PROVIDED BY THE AGENCY

Taxes to be 20, (1) Notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for the time being in force the
imposed urrder State Governlxent may impose in the scheme area or paft thereof, the following taxes:-
this Act^

(a) tax on the owners of buildings or land situated within the notified investrnent
development area;

(b) general sanitary cess, for construction and maintenance of public toiiets;

(c) general lighting tax, where the lighting of public roads and places is undertaken
by the agency;

(d) general fire tax, for the conduct and management of the fire service and for thc
protection of life and property in case of fire;

(e) betterment tax on properties whose value may have improved as a result of
investment area development scheme undertaken by the agency;

(0 toll on bridge and road constructed by the Agency;

(g) tax on advertisements through hoardings or boardsl

(h) tax on theaters, multiplex, cinema hall and other shows for public amusementl

(i) tax on commercial and office complex.

(2) The mode of assessment, collection and recovery of the taxes as mentioned hereinabove
shall be in a manner as prescribed.
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(3) The taxes levied under sub-section (l) hereinabove, shall not be leviable on the buildings
and lands owned by or vested in the Government and lhe Agency.

(4)The responsiLrility tbr payment of taxes levietl on lny land or building uneler sub-section
(l) shall be of the owner rhcrcof.

(5)The taxes chalged and levied on the owner ulay also bc recovcrcd fi'om any occupiel of
the land or bLrilding, in the manner as prescribed.

(6) If any dispute arises as to the alllor.utt of tax assessecl, an appeal shall lie frorn the clecision

of the Agency or an officer appointed on this behalf by the Agency to the appellate authority,

whose decision shail be final.

21. The Agency by any general or special order made in this behalf, nray inrpose usel hnposition of
charges for the following services rcndered inside the appl'oved schcme area, in a mannel as prescribed; user charges'

(a) a water charge for the provision of water supply in respect of lands and buildings
to which a water supply is furnished by the agency;

(b) a drainage, sewerage or effluent charge where a system of disposal has been

introduced;

(c) a charge for management of solid waste wherc the Agency has introduced a

system of disposal of waste;

(d) charges for any other specified services rendered by the Agency.

22. (l) The Agency shall ordinarily make adequate provisions, for each of the following Matters to be

matters in the scheme atea, namely: - 
provided for by
the Agenc)'.

(a) lighting public streets, places and building;

(b) cleaning public streets, places and sewers and all spaces not being private propeny,
which are open to the enjoyment of the public, whether such spaces are vested
with the Agency or not, removing noxious vegetation, and abating all public
nuisance;

(c) the rnaintenance of the fire-brigade for extinguishing fire, and protection of life
and property when fires occur;

(d) regulating or abating dangerous or offensive. trades or practices;

(e) removing obstructions and projections in public streets and places and in spaces

not being private property, which are open to the enjoyment of the public;

(0 securing or removing dangerous buildings or places;

(g) constructing, altering and maintaining public streets, culvefis and boundary marks,
drains, sewers and providing public facilities for drinking water;

(h) the management and maintenance of all water works and the constluction and
maintenance of new work and means for providing a sufficient supply of suitable
water for public and private purposes;

(t) the erection in proper and convenient situations on scheme land toilets, and other
conveniences for the public and the maintenance and the cleansing of the same;

0) the maintenance of an ambulance service;

(k) the maintenance of Agency's office and of all public monuments and other
property vested in the Agency;

(1) provision of traffic signs;
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(nt) the maintenance ol' public palk, gardens, recrcation grouncls, public places arrd

open spaces in existence and vested in the Agency;

(n) fulfilling any obligation iniposed by this Act or any other law for the tinre beirrg

in force;

(o) construction, establislrins or maintaining public parks or gardens, iibrary,
n'ruseums, halls, theatrcs, stacliunrs, offices, sarais, r'est houses otlier public
building;

(p) planting and maintaining load side and other trees;

(q) making a survey;

(r) the detention of ownerless dogs ol stray pigs, or detention of anilnals causing
nuisance;

(s) securing or assisting and maintaining pipe and other fitting for the supply of water
to private prcmises from water works maiutained by the Agencyl

(t) fair and exhibitions, or athletics or games competitions or tournamerts;

(u) constructing and maintaining such roads and buildings and other Government
works as the Government may transfer to the agency;

(v) organization and management of chemical or bacteriological laboratories for the
examination on analysis of water, food or drugs, for the detection of disease or
for researches connected with public health;

(w) the construction and maintenance in the public streets of drinking fountains for
human beings and water-troughs for animals;

(x) the playing of music in squares, garrdens or othff places of public resort;

(V) the construction, purchase, organization, maintenance or management of putrlic
transport facilities for the conveyance of the public;

(z) prevention of vagrancy, establishing and maintaining poor houses;

(za) establishing and maintaining a farm or factoly for the disposal of sewagcs;

(zb) i*immlng poofi, puUfic *orh horr"r. bathing places, and other institution
designed for the improvement of public health;

(zc) the purchase of any undertaking for the supply of electric energy or Sas or staning
or subsidizing of any such undertaking;

(zd) measules to meet any calamity;

(ze) the regulation of lodging houses, and boarding houses, liotels;

(zf) establishing and maintaining means necessary for public medical relief;

{zg) matters iikely to promote the public health, safety or convenience of the public;

(zh) urban planning including town planning;

(21) regulations of land-use and construction of buildings;

(zj) planning for economic and social development;

(zk) nothing contained in above shall restrict the power of the agency to make
provisions for any function required for the scheme area.

(2) No suit for damages or for specific performance shall be maintainable against the Agency
or any officer thercof, on the ground that any of the duties specified in sub-section (l) hereinabove
have not been performed.
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CHAPTER V
r MISCELI,ANEOUS

23. The agreernent mentioned in sub-sectiorr (l) of sectiott 9 and also any insttutlretrt executed

between owner of the land ancl the agency I'or giving elfccl to sttch agrectnent shall nol be

chargeable wirh any fee unclcr the Registration Act, 1908 (No. l6 of 1908).

24. T1te lgl-eel'1ent nrentioned in sub-section (l) of section 9 and also atry instt'ument executed

betwccn owler of tlie land ancl the Agency for giving effecl to sttch agreenrent shall not be

chargeable with any ciuty under the Inclian Starr-rp Act, 1899 (No.2 of i899).

25. The State Government tnay, on proposal sutrnritted by the Agency and if it considers it

t)ecessary in public interesl to do so, modify tlre schenre itt sttch mallner and to such extent as it

nray consider appl'opriate.

26.Land needed for the purpose of scheme shall be deemed to be a land needed as requiled

for a public purpose within the rneaning of the Land Acquisition Act, 1894 (No' I of 1894)'

27. The Agency shall dispose the property owned by it in a manner as may be prescribed.

28. All members, officers and employees of tl.re Agency shall, while acting or puryofting

to act in pursuance of the provisions of thir e.t or the rules and regulations made thereunder be

deened to be public servants within the meaning of Section 21 of the Indian Penal Code' 1860

(No.45 of 1860).

29. No suit, prosecution or other legal proceeding shail lie against the Agency or any of its

members, officers and employees for anyihing which is in good faith done or intended to be done

in pursuance of the provisions of this Act or any rules and regulations made thefeunder.

30. (1) The Agency may, make regulations not inconsistent with the provisions of this Act

or the rules made thereunder, for the adminisUation of the affairs of the Agency'

(2) In particular and without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing power' such

regulations may provide for all or any of the following matters. namely-

(a) the summoning and hoiding of meetings of the Agency and the number of

members necessary to form a quorum thereat;

(b) the powers and duties of the chief Executive officer of the Agency;

(c) the management of properties of the Agencyl

(d) fees and charges to be levied by the Agency;

(e) such other mattel's as are to be provided for in reguiation'

31. The Agency may delegate any function assigned to it or any power vested in it under

this Act, except the power under section 4,7 and 8 (3), to its Chief Executive Officer by

whatsoever name called, or any of its officer that it considers appropriate.

32. (.1) In the discharge of its duties, the Agency appointed under this Act shall be bound

by such directions, on matteis of policy as may be given to it by the State Govemment'

(2) If any dispute arises between the State Government and any Agency, as to whether a

question is or is not a question of policy, the decision of the State Government shall be final'
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Porvers to make 33. (1) The State Government may, by notification, nrake nrles for carlying out the purposes
